First Circular

Objectives:
The objective of the International Conference on Environment Friendly Agricultural Products and Their Export from Egypt and Africa (EFAP 2005) and the Biosphere Reserves Workshop, is to promote the development of environment friendly agricultural products in Biosphere Reserves, World Heritage Sites, similar protected areas, and elsewhere, and to enhance their export from Egypt and Africa to Europe, and to enhance the visibility of Biosphere Reserves as havens for the promotion and export value of such products. 
Topics:
The main topics of the Conference are:

I - Scientific and Agricultural Aspects:
· The role of Biosphere Reserves, World Heritage Sites, similar protected areas, and elsewhere, on both sides of the Mediterranean in enhancing the production and value of environment friendly agricultural products.
· Best agro-methods for the production of environment friendly agricultural products with acceptable environmental criteria according to international standards, and needs of such production. 
· The impact of these methods on public health.
· Best habitats for such production (e.g., desert agriculture).
· Best methods for the protection of such products from pollution, cheating, and falsification (ISO 14000, Green Label, etc.). 

· Measures of inspection to ensure application of international standards. 

· Storage, packaging, and safe transport of such products.

II - Economic and Social Aspects

· History of export of agricultural products from Egypt and Africa to Europe (the Classical [Graeco-Roman] and the Middle Ages). 

· Economics of exporting such products from Egypt and Africa to Europe. 

· Perspectives of cooperation between Egypt and African countries in this respect. 

· The economic and social impact of export of such products on local rural communities (population, demography, migration, etc.). 

· Institutional aspects for dealing with the production and export of such products. 

· The role of universities, education, the media, government administrations, and the civil society, in promoting the development of environment friendly agricultural products.
· Role of EU in alleviating poverty in Africa through fair trade in environment friendly agricultural products.

To Whom Is This Conference and Workshop Interesting?

This International Conference should be interesting to universities, ministries, regional and international organizations, NGOs, producers, exporters, and experts in the field of production of and trade in environment friendly agricultural products, from Egypt, Africa, and Europe.
Call For Papers:
Participants are invited to submit abstracts of papers covering the topics outlined above, of not more than 1double spaced page, no later than 30 September 2005. Full papers should be submitted before 31 October 2005 on 3.5 floppy disk + hard copy. Poster sessions are also included. Applications should include full name, position, affiliation address, telephone number, fax number and e-mail address.
Languages
Arabic and English. Simultaneous interpretation may be provided if necessary.
Paper Format

1- Papers should be in English, camera-ready, typed using Microsoft word 2000 XP,  using Times New Roman font.

2-  Font size should be as follows: 

· Title should be in capital letters, 14pt. bold

· Author(s) name(s) should be in upper case letters, 12 pt. bold.

· Author(s) Address(es) should be in lower case letters, 12 pt. regular.

· The body of the paper should be typed in 12 pt. regular.
3- Author(s) name(s) should be written as follows: First, Middle (initial only), and Last. The corresponding author and his(her) e-mail should be noted.
4- Papers should be printed using A4 papers, with margins 3, 2.5, 2.5, and 2.5 cm left, right, top, and bottom respectively.

5- Figures and picture dimensions should not exceed 13x20 cm.

6- References should be listed according to Harvard system. (Author(s), Year, Title, Journal, Issue, [or title of book and Editors], Pages), 10pt font.
7- An electronic copy on 3.5 floppy disk or CD should be included with the hard copy, and also sent by e-mail if possible. 
Exhibition:
An exhibition of companies exporting environment friendly agricultural products will be organized at the premises of the Institute of African Research and Studies, Cairo University. Arrangements for the exhibition are to be negotiated with the Rapporteur.
Registration Fees For the Conference (EFAP2005):

Individuals: 200 Euro or 250 US$, for individual participants. These fees include documents, lunch, coffee breaks for 2 days. 
Institutions: 800 Euro or 1000 US$, for 5 individual participants either designated by the Institution, or affiliated to the same institution. These fees include documents, lunch, coffee breaks for 2 days.
Accompanying persons: 40 Euros or 50 US$ for a full day excursion.
Refereeing: A fee of 40 Euros or 50 US$ will be charged for each paper to be refereed for subsequent publication in the Conference Proceedings.

* No fees are to be charged for participants in the Biosphere Reserves Workshop. They will be able to participate freely in the Conference.
General information:
· The official language of the conference is English. Simultaneous translation into Arabic and some European languages may be provided.
· Payment is to be made by cheques labeled to “Dean of the Institute of African Research and Studies, Cairo University” and sent by registered airmail to the Rapporteur.

· An extra 40 Euro or 50 US$ will be charged in cash for refereeing a paper before publication.
Accommodation:
Arrangements can be made upon request for accommodation in the Cairo University Guest House for a very limited number. Better hurry. Otherwise, arrangements can also be made for lodging at nearby hotels of moderate prices. A list of these hotels and their prices will be sent with the Second Circular.

Second Circular:
The Second Circular will be sent only to persons and institutions responding to this First Circular by sending abstracts and participation fees, or simply by expressing the wish to receive the Second Circular.
